Curriculum 

Our focus in Oak class continues to be movement and 

communication, we will work closely with the Physio and OT 

teams as well as following the MOVE Europe training.  

A total communication approach, is used and includes using, 

switches, Makaton, body signing, intensive interaction, 

symbols, communication boards as well as language being 

modelled in the classroom.  

Our sensory story this term is ‘Walking through the jungle’ 

we will explore different animals, sounds and different ways 

we can move whilst walking through the jungle. In the 4D 

room we will explore the different environments that 

animals can live in.  

We will explore our interoception skills in our body 

awareness, TAC-PAC and sensology lessons. 

 On a Monday we will be having an art lesson and on a 

Wednesday afternoon we will be cooking. These lessons can 

get a little messy, though we will try our best to keep this to 

a minimum!
